Preliminary stage
March 2025: Ireland's updated National Hydrogen Strategy focuses on scaling up renewable hydrogen production to support the transition to net-zero emissions by 2050. The strategy prioritizes offshore wind resources and regional clusters for hydrogen infrastructure. It includes 21 actions across the hydrogen value chain, emphasizing early action, innovation, and partnerships. The strategy aims to create a decarbonized industrial opportunity and position Ireland as a net exporter of renewable hydrogen. The Hydrogen Task Force will oversee implementation, ensuring cross-departmental collaboration and transparency.
